Designed as a continuum of care, AOP ensures that these care leavers are not left to navigate the world alone. Instead, it gives them the tools and support to build fulfilling, independent lives.
AOP empowers care leavers to unlock their potential and confidently embrace adulthood through a holistic framework focused on education, skill development, employability training, mentorship, and life skills. The program operates across six chapters, each dedicated to fostering growth and resilience in its participants.
Since its launch in 2020, AOP has transformed the lives of 680 care leavers, offering them a renewed sense of purpose and the opportunity to rewrite their futures. At its heart, AOP is more than a program—it’s a commitment to ensuring every young person has the chance to thrive beyond the confines of institutional care.
